Our students were outstanding in the CBSE Board results this year.

Our toppers from the Commerce Stream are — Saksham Arya who stands at an excellent
97.4%aggregate; followed by Tanvileen Kaur with a wonderful 94.2% aggregate. Our third topper
from the Commerce stream is Deepika Arya who scored 92.6 %.

In Science stream, Mehar Bajaj scored 96% aggregate and bagged | position as science school
topper. Sriza Goel scored 95 % aggregate at 11 Position and Bhavishya Khurana scored 94.8 % at
111 position.

A total number of 466 distinctions and 160 merits were achieved by the students. Our highest score
in Accountancy, Business Studies, and Computer Science is a fabulous 100/100.

Similarly, in class X, Sherel Rajput stands first with 95.8%, followed by Manan Raheja and Avni
Kapoor with 95.6 and 95.4% scores respectively. In Class X, a total number of 460 distinctions and
186 merits were achieved by the students.

These shining stars of Cecilia's have set the example for other students to follow their footsteps and fulfill
their academic dreams.

The deserving prodigies were felicitated with awards, trophies and certificates for their exemplary
performances on the landmark celebration of Annual Function held on 20.12.2024.

Several scholarships were awarded to the meritorious students too. Scholarship of Rs.24,000/- each was
awarded to the students of Class XII who scored aggregate 85 % - 94.9 % marks in Class XI. Similarly,
students of Class XI who had scored an aggregate of 90% - 96.9 % in Class X were given the scholarship of Rs.
24,000 each. Along with this, Exclusive Scholarship Award of Rs. 6,000/- each was given to three students of
Class XIlI for their exemplary score in Political Science subject in Class XI. This scholarship is given in the
fond memory of Sardar Mohinder Singh whose son, Prof Bir Inder Singh, Retired Professor of Political Science
of SGTB Khalsa College, University of Delhi, had graced the Annual Function and acclaimed the students.

Our alumni have been illuminating the name of the institution and making us proud with their success stories.
Manit Singh Bhatia secured an All-India rank 111 in the ICAI Intermediate Exam.

Dev Verma, our alumni performed amazingly at National Entrance Screening Test 2024 with All India
rank 196 out of 27973.

Ronit Butolia secured 361 rank in JEE Mains and got admission in 11T, Kanpur. Nirmit Bhatia scored
670/720 in the most prestigious NEET exam, 2023-24. Riya Singh, our alumni, made the school

proud by being selected at the national level in the School Innovation Contest by the Ministry of
Education. Her idea, ""Bullet-Resistant Lightweight Body Armour for Defence," stood out among 2.5
lakh submissions.

Further, Unnat Bhatia of class X added another feather in our cap. He earned the State Level
Mukhyamantri Vigyan Pratibha Pariksha (MVPP), Scholarship, receiving ¥5000 and an appreciation
certificate from the Department of Education, GNCT of Delhi.

He also showcased his mathematical prowess by clearing the first round of CBSE Aryabhatta Ganit Challenge
in September and the second round held on October 8, 2024 in online mode. He secured an impressive 29th
rank in the West Delhi Zone.



Ganeev Kaur of Class X1 secured a wonderful first position in Senior Classical Girls solo, reaching the
district level of the competition. She not only participated further, but came out with flying colours at the
state level too.

And, Tejas Arun of class XI participated in the National Automobile Olympiad. With his genius mind and
calibre, he reached the national level of the Olympiad and brought us immense honour.

Not only this, Tejas’ idea of ‘Use of Wheat Straw Plastic mulch sheets for sustainable crop management’
got selected for the E - Pitching Round at the School Innovation Contest of the Ministry of Education’s
Innovation Cell that aims to motivate and nurture school students’ bright ideas and innovations and
fund the selected innovations to build products/technology. We hope that Tejas gets selected for further
progress in his innovative idea.

Additionally, Jasmine Kaur of Class X has etched her name in the school records with her wonderful idea
of ¢ The Parali Labs : An Innovative Approach to Repurposing Agricultural Waste’. Jasmine has
attempted to develop co-friendly products using agricultural and paper waste to minimize environmental
impact and raise awareness about the importance of sustainable practices in agricultural waste
management.

We are proud of her noble idea that got recognition at INSPIRE - MANAK Program, being executed by
DST with National Innovation Foundation —India (NIF) that aims to target one million original ideas/
innovations rooted in science and societal applications to foster a culture of creativity and innovative
thinking among school children of Classes 6 to 10. She has received Rs. 10,000/- funding so that she
can further work on the idea.

Through captivating performances and thought- provoking
presentations, the event beautifully encapsulated their invaluable contributions to the world of science and
inspired young minds to reach new heights.

Parents were truly captivated by the spell binding talent on display and the impeccable planning that
brought the occasion to life. Every individual gave their absolute best and made the event a resounding
success.

On 15"May 2024, the school organised ‘Panoramic Mosaic’ - Glimpse of India, a middle wing students’
exhibition. All the students of classes V1 to VIII participated enthusiastically to display their

innovative and creative skills in the form of models, charts, displays, role plays and much more. Various
states of India were brought under one roof, highlighting their cultural and traditional richness. Unity in
Diversity - the theme manifested wonderfully in front of the parents.

Our Prep students showed exceptional talent in various spectacles titled ‘Our Nest is Best, Green
Carnival’, ‘Navras - The Journey of Life’, ‘Harmonizing the Five Elements’ and ‘Dancing Drops’.
Graceful and majestic performances embellished the stage; complemented by their cheerful smiles and
passion.

Our Nursery class students mesmerized the audience equally. They put up fantastic events in their
presentations titled ‘World of Wonders’ and ‘Glimpses of my Country: India’.

To
ensure the seamless operation of the school and to cultivate leadership and discipline among students, we
orchestrated a series of solemn ceremonies to formally entrust them with their respective duties.

Seven clubs
function in the school, i.e., Commerce Club, Eco Club, Editorial Club, Geekoz IT Club, Mathematics
Club, Scientia Club, and Quiz Club.
